
2010 PROJECT ACCESS HEALTH OUTCOMES SURVEY RESULTS

Conclusion
In 2010, Project Access patients who were disenrolled and who participated in both a pre- and post-survey showed a marked improvement in self-reported physical health, using the SF-8 survey.  The results indicate both statistically significant and clinically substantive results.

Methodology
[bookmark: _GoBack]SF-8 surveys were conducted by telephone with Project Access patients on a voluntary basis.  “Post-test” SF-8 surveys were administered during the first 11 months of 2010 with patients who were disenrolled from Project Access and who had participated in a “pre-test” (a post-enrollment survey).  
Paired scores were evaluated for all 298 patients who completed both a pre-test following enrollment in Project Access and a post-test following disenrollment in 2010.  Pre- and post-test physical health summary scores were analyzed using a paired t-test to compare means.
Results
A comparison of means showed an improvement of 3.02 points for the total population upon post-test.  T-test results indicate that the results are statistically significant (p<.001).  An increase of 3.02 points may also be considered clinically substantive, given that a number of Project Access patients have conditions such as cancer, where physical condition may improve or decline even with access to high-quality treatment. 
90% of patients with the highest scores experienced an average improvement of 5.2 points.  An improvement of 5 points may be roughly characterized as one “level” of improvement (e.g., from “fair’ to “good” overall).  A 5-point increase is the benchmark for the 2010 Project Access outcome measure for these surveys.
It should also be noted that 75% of the patients with the highest scores had an average improvement of 7.5 points.
